Redeeming the Time 
 
Last weekend, we had a gospel meeting with Jamey Hinds, 
an old friend and classmate of mine.  He, his wife, and 
their four daughters stayed with us. 
 
We didn’t sleep much.   
  
Sleep was something for which we didn’t have time.  The 
meeting only lasted three days, so we had very little time to 
catch up, talk, and take in the sights (We did pay a visit to 
the Space & Rocket Center on Saturday).  When you know 
you don’t have much time, you try to squeeze as much as 
you can from every day, and you burn the midnight oil. 
 
I think that redeeming the time is about that, squeezing 
time and burning midnight oil. 
 
Paul said, “See then that you walk circumspectly, not as 
fools but as wise, redeeming the time, because the days are 
evil” (Ephesians 5:15-16). 
 
To the Colossians, he said, “Walk in wisdom toward those 
who are outside, redeeming the time” (4:5). 
 
Redeeming the time is using well the opportunities you 
have been given.  The old Indian proverb, “You can never 
step in the same river twice,” is insightful in understanding 
opportunity.  One opportunity may look very much like an-
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other, but every moment, every opportunity is unique.  
Those we fail to act upon are lost. 
 
Moreover, we can never count on having another opportu-
nity.  English poet Henry Austin Dobson wrote, “Time goes, 
you say? Ah no, alas, time stays, we go.” 
 
The 39th Psalm states, “Indeed, You have made my days as 
handbreadths, And my age is as nothing before You; Cer-
tainly every man at his best state is but vapor” (vs. 5). 
 
James says, “Come now, you who say, "Today or tomorrow 
we will go to such and such a city, spend a year there, buy 
and sell, and make a profit whereas you do not know what 
will happen tomorrow. For what is your life? It is even a va-
por that appears for a little time and then vanishes 
away” (James 4:13-14). 
 
When you only have three days for a meeting, you try hard 
to make the best of them. 
 
What we sometimes fail to see is that life is like a short gos-
pel meeting.  We really don’t much time.  Given the brevity 
of life and certainty of judgment, we have to choose how to 
spend our moments.  We need to redeem the time in our 
lives (Eph. 5:15-16) by choosing to walk circumspectly, 
pursing righteousness even in evil days.  We need to redeem 
the time regarding the lost (Col. 4:5) by using our opportu-
nities to point them towards heaven. 
 
Jean-Luc Picard said it well, “Someone once told me that 
time was a predator that stalked us all our lives. I rather be-
lieve that time is a companion who goes with us on the jour-
ney and reminds us to cherish every moment, because it 
will never come again. What we leave behind is not as im-
portant as how we've lived” (Star Trek: Generations)

The following poll, from Walking in the Light, was taken of 
several religious groups to get some insight into what pro-
motes church growth.  Where does it come from? 
  
1% occurs from "walk ins." 
 
1% results from special crusades or evangelistic programs. 
 
2% occurs from the general visitation by the preacher. 
 
3% occurs from people finding a special or unique need in 
a congregation. 
 
6% occurs because the church has a good or popular 
preacher. 
 
7% occurs because the congregation has good children's 
and adult Bible classes. 
 
10% occurs because the church offers pleasing social pro-
grams. 
 
70% occurs from members inviting their friends, relatives 
or other people in their daily life.  
  
If we expect people to just “walk in” and join in our wor-
ship, we are unlikely to have much success.  If we expect 
the preacher to fill the pews, we will probably be just as 
disappointed.  Even unscriptural programs that we would 
not participate in yield little results. 
 
If we want to grow, we have to “Walk in wisdom toward 
those who are outside, redeeming the time” (Colossians 
4:5).  With that in mind, when’s the last time you invited 
someone to study with you or come to church?           —RAB 
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
